LEAGUE INFORMATION & ENTRY
DETAILS
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This handbook contains information relating to the Herefordshire Football
Association’s Men’s Futsal Leagues 2010.

All teams wishing to enter the Futsal leagues should be familiar with the Futsal Laws of the
Game and the competition rules before entering and competing in the Herefordshire FA
Futsal Leagues.

Leagues will run in a minimum of 10-14 week blocks — Summer, Autumn / Winter and
Spring. Teams will be required to enter for each bl ock that they wish to compete in.

You will find at the end of this document; forms that you are required to complete and
return to apply for league entry.

We thank you for your interest in Futsal and wish you luck when competing in the
Herefordshire FA Men’s Futsal Leagues.

CHANGING FACILITIES

Teams will share communal changing facilities including showers at the venue. Teams are
advised to use local lockers for personal belongings especially valuables where available.
All players and officials are responsible for their personal belongings and valuables.
However, personal belongings can be taken into the Futsal hall.

REFRESHMENTS

Each team is responsible for supplying their own refreshments. There is a bistro restaurant
and numerous vending machines at the venue. PLEASE NOTE THAT GLASS
CONTAINERS MAY NOT BE TAKEN INTO THE FUTSAL HALL.

FIRST AID KIT

This will be provided by the League co-ordinator and POINTA4.

MATCH OFFICIALS

Affiliated match officials will be appointed for the league. We ask for your co-operation in
responding positively to requests and decisions made by the officials both during matches
and with regard to the management of the league.

We would like to remind all players of the good spirit that Futsal is intended to be played
and that dissent and aggressive behaviour towards opponents and officials will not be
tolerated. Any serious offences will be reported to The FA from which further action will be
taken.




HOW TO ENTER THE HFA MEN'S FUTSAL LEAGUES

Teams are required to complete the LEAGUE ENTRY AND SQUAD DETAILS FORMS
(Appendix 1 at the rear of this handbook). It is essential that these forms are accurately
completed and submitted with the required league entry fee of £36.00 by the designated
deadline date. You are required to make yourselves aware of the co  mpetition rules
and regulations before entering.

The league entry fee will be refunded at the conclusion of the league if all fixtures have
been played and all monies relating to fixtures have been paid. Please indicate on the
entry form which league you wish to enter.

SQUAD DETAILS FORM

Teams playing in the HFA Futsal league shall submit a squad details form listing the details
of players who will represent the team for the duration of the league. Only players included
on the squad details form may play for that team in the HFA Futsal leagues. Teams will be
permitted to use a maximum of ONE guest player at any one time. Guest players must be
signed for a team playing in the HFA Futsal leagues and actually playing in the league.

Appendix 2: MATCH TEAM SHEET / MARKING OF REFEREES

A match team-sheet needs to be completed prior to each league fixture. It will identify the
maximum of 12 players including guest player that will be involved in the forthcoming
game, ensuring that the shirt numbers are accurately reflected on the team-sheet for each
player. These 12 players along with the three team officials will be the only individuals
allowed to sit on the team bench for that game. The team-sheet needs to be submitted to
the match official 10 minutes prior to each game. Teams are required to award a mark for
the match referees on the team sheet at the end of the match. It is your responsibility to
ensure that this happens.

WEEKLY REGISTRATION PROCESS

On entry to the venue (including all members of your party) you should sign in at reception
unless directed otherwise. This is a Health & Safety requirement.

You may be issued with a team swipe card that allows you access to the indoor Futsal
pitch. Please ensure that you return the swipe card to reception before you leave the
venue.

All teams are required to arrive no later than 15 minutes before their scheduled kick off time
and should report to the league co-ordinator who will in some instances be one of the
match officials.

Match Officials should report at least 15 minutes before the matches that they have been
appointed to.

PLEASE ENSURE THAT YOUR PLAYERS ARRIVE ON TIME.

LEAGUE CO-ORDINATORS

League Co-ordinators will be responsible for the organisation of the league fixtures.
However, any decisions relating to the match itself are purely the referee’s domain. The
League Co-ordinators are Steve Field and Paul Carpenter.




FIXTURES & RESULTS

All weekly fixtures, results and tables will be published on the FA Fulltime website under Herefordshire FA
Futsal League and www.herefordshirefa.com/Development/Futsal+5-a-side/ Please visit the fixtures, results
and tables link.

COMPETITION REGULATIONS

1. Players must be a minimum age of 16.

2. The referee’s decision is final. The Herefordshire Football Association will uphold any decision made by the
referee.

3. There will be TWO leagues with a maximum of 8 teams in each.

4. The leagues will be Premier and Championship. It will be up to the discretion of the League Co-ordinator
and the HFA to determine which league a team plays in.

5. GUEST PLAYERS - Teams are permitted to use a maximum of one guest player at any one time.
All guest players must be signed for a team playing in the HFA Futsal leagues and actually playing in the
league.

6. Teams will play each week.

7. The match team sheet and match fee must be given to the League Co-ordinator / 1% referee before EVERY
match.

8. 3 points win, 1 point draw, 0 points lose.
9. The match fee per team, per match will be £18.00.
10. Teams will play each other twice in their league.

11. Promotion and relegation: When all fixtures have concluded the two lowest placed teams in the Premier
league (if there is a full compliment of 8 teams in the Premier league when the league ends) will play off
against the two highest placed teams in the Championship to determine promotion and relegation.

At the discretion of the league organisers, teams can be promoted into the Premier league if this will
strengthen the Premier league. New teams can also be granted a place in the Premier league if this is
deemed appropriate.

Please visit the fixtures, results and tables link.
Matches will not be re-scheduled.

13. Any team that fails to fulfill a fixture will be charged their match fee of £18.00.

14. Any team whose opposition fails to turn up will be awarded a 5 - 0 victory and will play a
friendly against another team. The team will be required to pay the match fee.

15. Where there is less than 8 teams in a league and a odd number of teams, teams will be awarded a5 -0
win and 3pts when there is a fixture gap (this is called a ‘Points Match’.) Teams awarded a ‘Points Match’
will play a friendly match and will still be required to pay the match fee as we are committed to paying for
pitch hire.

16. In the event of two or more teams in a league finishing level on points, then the
following will be taken into account to determine their positions in the group (in rank
order):-

a Goal difference.

b Greater number of goals scored.

C. Least number of goals conceded

d Result of direct match.

If two teams are still equal on the basis of the above criteria their rankings shall be determined as follows:

e. Disciplinary record (Yellow Card = 1pt, Red Card = 3pt, Misconduct = 5pt)

f. Play off game

17. Yellow and Red cards will be reported to the Herefordshire Football Association who
will apply disciplinary sanctions.

THE FA UMBRO FUTSAL LEAGUES

THE HEREFORDSHIRE FA MEN'S FUTSAL LEAGUE
DISCIPLINARY RULES & REGULATIONS

(a) The HFA Men’s Futsal League will be governed in accordance with The Rules and Regulations of the
Football Association. Matches shall be played in accordance with the Laws for Futsal, as determined by FIFA
except for the following:

Matches will consist of two 13 minute halves with t he clock running continuously.
Due to the reduced playing time a kick from the 2 " penalty mark will be awarded on the 5 ™
and subsequent accumulated fouls. Notthe 6 ™

The half-time interval will be a maximum of 2 minut es.

The referee will stop the clock for any injuries th at require prolonged treatment. Any time
added on at the end of each period of play will be at the timekeepers/referee’s discretion.
Please do not question the referees over the manage ment of time. No disputes will be
considered regarding matters of the management of t ime within any match.

(b) The competition shall be sanctioned by the Football Association. The competition, all clubs, players and any
other participants shall be subject to the Rules and Regulations of the Football Association.

(c) Unless outlined within these Regulations, all matters of discipline will be dealt with in line with the
Memorandum of Procedures for County Football Associations detailed within The Football Association Rules
and Regulations

(c) The Football Association is responsible for all disciplinary matters concerning this competition.
Administration of the discipline process may be delegated to a County Football Association which has been
appointed as the Futsal League organiser on behalf of the Football Association. .

(d) All cautions and dismissals will be reported to the Herefordshire Football Association and will be placed on
the record of the participant.

(e). Dismissals and accumulation of cautions:

(f) Suspensions for dismissals and accumulation of cautions will be imposed automatically and any suspensions
imposed will be from ALL football.

(g) A charge of Misconduct under FA Rules may be brought against any participant deemed to be guilty of
inappropriate conduct. A charge of Misconduct will be administered in accordance with the Football Association
Disciplinary Procedures.




DISMISSED/BANNED PLAYERS

If a team playing two matches on any fixture date has a player dismissed in the first match
then that player cannot play in the second match.

Players that are dismissed or are suspended may not sit on the bench and are not
permitted to be in the Futsal hall during matches.

Players dismissed for serious foul play or violent conduct or any player or club official
whom the match officials remove from the team bench (or commits an offence which a
match official determines requires a misconduct report to be submitted) shall not be
permitted to have any further involvement and are requested to leave the venue.

Team managers are responsible for ensuring that these requirements are complied with.
Failure could jeopardise your future participation.

MATCH SPECTATOR PROTOCOL
Only bona fide players, team and match officials and spectators may be in the Futsal hall
during matches.

Each team is responsible for all of its players, officials and spectators.

Any unacceptable behaviour may result in their exclusion from the venue and will be
referred to the Herefordshire Football Association.

TEAM KITS
Teams are requested to identify their kit colours on the league entry form.

In case of any clashes coloured bibs will be provided.

Please ensure that your Goalkeepers Shirt does not clash with any of the above team
colours.

No team or goalkeeper will be permitted to play in black. This will clash with the match
officials.

MATCH FORFEITURE

Any team that fails to attend or is not available for any league fixture for whatever reason
will forfeit the match, the opponents being awarded the points and a 5-0 victory. The team
failing to attend will also be required to pay both their own match fee and the match fee of
their opposition.

Any team that fails to be ready to start at the scheduled time will forfeit the match, the
opponents being awarded the points and a 5-0 victory. If such an occurrence is considered
to be deliberate to aid the team in any way, the team will be disqualified from the league.
All results against any team that is disqualified will be expunged.

Teams are expected to be ready in the immediate vicinity of the pitch a minimum of 10
minutes before kick-off. At their discretion, the league co-ordinator and 1% referee may
agree to a game starting later than the published kick off time and to adjusting the playing
time.

Disqualification of teams shall be at the discretion of the League Co-ordinator.




FOOTWEAR/EQUIPMENT

Please use non-marking (preferably gum soled or Futsal specific) footwear.
Shin pads for all players are compulsory.

All jewellery must be removed for matches.

Referees will inspect all players prior to each match.

Players with incorrect equipment will not be permit ted to play.

NON PAYMENT OF MATCH FEES

Any team falling behind with payment for more than one fixture will be required to pay
£36.00 to stay in the competition. This payment will be required before the team’s next
fixture otherwise disqualification from the league will result. All results against any team that
is disqualified will be expunged or 5-0 walkover wins will be awarded to the opposition at
the discretion of the league organisers.
